Updated ecourse.org User Guide for Instructors

Please follow these steps one by one to use ecourse.org

Two Different Accounts for Instructors:

Freelance Instructor: Your school may not have account with ecourse.org or you just want to teach courses that do not belong to any school

School Faculty: Your membership is partially managed by your school. For example, you will need them to tell you XESSCODE in order to create a new class. 

Account Setup and Logon: 

User ID must start with an alphabetical letter and must be at six letters.

Logon. You will need to enter additional data such as email address for the first time logon. If you are a school faculty, you will need to register your school in the first time logon

What you can do with ecourse.org: 

Use Multimedia Test System to crate your question library or test bank

Use Multimedia Notebook to compose blogs, lecture notes, or personal documents or share news with other users.

Use Cloud Drive to store digital files so that you can access them anywhere

Of course, most importantly, use all of the above and more functions to manage your ongoing classes: from checking attendance, to sending mass email or letters, to creating assignments, to uploading courseware, to downloading submissions, to evaluating assignments, and tacking student performance. (Requirement: create a class)

Set up your classes:

Create course catalogue if you are a freelance instructor. You may also edit the catalogue or find course XESSCODE by clicking View and Update Course Catalogue menu

Create one or more sections. You need to get your Xesscode from your department chair if you are a school faculty. 

Set up your grading formula and attendance policies

Tell your student the sane XESSCODE to signup

Approve student signup request. Then your class is ready to go

Manage your classes: You can access any menu-driven functionality under Manage Classes, Class Utilities, and Manage Coordination. However, you should know that

Create assignments before you can grade the assignment. When creating assignment, make sure you do not forget the points (or percentage) assigned to Attendance if you are going to allocate credits to attendance. Also, specify the due date. The student submissions will be automatically stamped LATE if they passed the due date.

For any quiz-style assignments, make sure you add questions using your questions in the Multimedia Test System. Specify whether the students can view the answers after the due time and whether the students can print questions before they submit answers.  

Create a meeting before the class starts so that students can sign up online during the specified time period. Of course, you can check attendance manually.

All timed events are using Universal Time, and so all students will have the same starting or due time regardless where they live in the world and how they maneuver their computer time

For lecture notes, you can either upload files or select your notebook items. For uploaded files, PDF files can be viewed online, video or music files can be played in the Lecture Hall (which can hook streaming videos), and all other files will be downloaded for attachments. 

If you want to grant permission to another instructor so that he or she can manage your class, you need his or her USERID. After the granting, tell him or her to accept the permission before it becomes effective.

If you are going to use student account profiles to generate custom scripts (for UNIX or Database Servers), the password used is the first five letters of their ecourse.org password.
