ecourse.org User Guide for Students:

Please follow these steps to use ecourse.org:

Account Setup and Logon: (Note: If you already have an account, skip this step)

1. Sign up as a student. User ID must start with an alphabetical letter and must be at six letters.

2. Logon. You will need to enter additional data such as email address for the first time logon.

What you can do with ecourse.org: 

1. Sign up Question of the Day email lists

2. Use Multimedia Notebook to compose blogs, homework, or personal documents or share news with other users. 

3. Use Cloud Drive to store digital files so that you can access them anywhere

4. Use the multimedia test system to take quizzes and exams. (Requirement: sign up for a class)
5. Of course, most importantly, use all of the above and more functions to manage your ongoing classes: from checking attendance, to accessing lectures, to submitting homework, and to tacking your performance. Logon. (Requirement: sign up for a class)
Two Ways to Sign up for a class: 

1. Obtain the XESSCODE from your instructor and click Enroll Direct in your home space (then wait for the instructor to approve your signup)

2. Register your student or employee ID with an institution that offers the course and then click Search & Enroll button. (then wait for the instructor to approve your signup)

ID Registration: 

1. In order to sign up a class offered by an institution, you will need to register your ID by click ID Registration

2. If you have XESSCODE or if you do not want to take a class using ecourse.org, you do not have to register ID

3. If you take classes from multiple institutions, you can register all the IDs in one login. 

Manage your classes: 
1. All timed events are using Universal Time, and so all students will have the same starting or due time regardless where they live in the world and how they maneuver their computer time

2. Sign up your attendance sheet only during the period specified by your instructor. You would need to obtain a password from the instructor to do so. 
3. To submit your homework using ecourse.org, you need to do so before the due date. Otherwise, your submission will be marked as LATE and rejected by your professor.
4. Check your performance by using Report Card frequently and inform your instructor as soon as possible if there are errors.  Note: Grade is automatically calculated based on the formula selected by the instructor. But before the class is over, actual numerical or letter grade may not be accurate.
